relinquishment prevention programs, spay/neuter services,
pet food assistance programs, and more. These combined
approaches and services are called the Healthy Pets
Initiave.

THE HEALTHY PETS INITIATIVE:

The Healthy Pets Initiative (HPI) is a groundbreaking
program designed to help all animals in need, when,
where, and how they need it. HPI ensures that any animal,
whether stray, homeless, or in a home, whether healthy or
sick, whether cared for by a family of means or not, has
meaningful, affordable, effective access to shelter, medical
care, food, and the supports that lead to a happy, healthy,
loved pet.

HPI's innovative combination of services spans Berks and
Lancaster Counties, and is being modelled across the

U.S. Because proper facilities are critical to HPI's success,
Humane Pennsylvania’s Center for Animal Life-Saving is a
crucial component.
